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Tell Me About Antifouling…Again

	“Antifouling is the most common (and most important) paint job carried out on a boat. It is vital to protect your boat using antifouling paint, as once fouling has a hold on your hull it will rapidly colonise the surface, making it difficult to remove. Applying an antifouling paint will prevent the attachment of fouling organisms, such as barnacles, weeds and slime, to the hull of your boat - a fouled hull can cause serious problems, therefore prevention is much better than a cure”…from the website of Interlux Paints. A vessel’s fuel economy and planing ability can be significantly impaired if the propellers are not in good condition. In addition, annoying and damaging vibrations can also be the result. Bent prop shafts and worn cutlass bearings can also be the culprits of this type of aggravation. If you don’t know what this is all about…or how to do it, give us a call. It is much easier to assess while the boats are out of the water.
